. Water tower and Friedrichsplatz

Friedrichsplatz, 68161 Mannheim

Mannheim's landmark stands out impressively in one of the
most beautiful Art Nouveau parks in Europe, directly on
Friedrichsplatz. The beautiful green area with water foun-
tains, promenades and arcades is a popular meeting place for
locals and visitors alike. Cafés and restaurants invite you to
linger and the illuminated water features o er a special light
show in the evening.

.. Mannheim Baroque Palace and Jesuit Church
Bismarckstralle, 68161 Mannheim

The second largest baroque palace in Europe sits enthroned
on the edge of the squares. The former seat of the Elector
with its spacious courtyard of honour is an absolute must for
lovers of palaces and courtly life. A stone's throw away is the
Jesuit Church, one of Mannheim's most imposing religious
buildings. The former court church will impress you with its
barogue exterior and the shining splendour of its interior.

. Paradeplatz

This spacious square lies at the heart of the squares. At its
centre is the Grupello fountain, towards which ten paths
converge in a star shape. The green areas and benches o er
space for a short break.

. Market square with Old Town Hall and St Sebastian's
Church

With the town hall and the parish church - the oldest
building in Mannheim - the market square forms the
baroque backdrop for the weekly market, gastronomy and
international air.

.. Reiss-Engelhorn-Museen (rem)

C5, 68159 Mannheim

The Reiss-Engelhorn Museums form the largest
municipally-run museum complex in southern Germany.
The four exhibition centres form their own lively museum
quarter around Toulonplatz in the heart of the city.
